He professes to love and worship God, but lives differently.

                He has a double heart. (Psalm: 12:2) 

                People of Israel were like that. Isaih: 1.

ii. It is a Deceitful Heart:  Jer: 17:9. 
He pretends clean and holy with rituals and outward polishing.

But he is a hypocrite.

iii. It is a Dirty Heart:  Matt:15:8,9, Mk: 7:21  

Man’s heart is defiled. All expressions are dirty.
2: TRANSPLANTATION OF THE HUMAN HEART: 

     Natural man needs to have a new heart. God gives it.

i. Contrite heart. Psalm: 51:17. Broken Heart. Repentance. Circumcision of heart.
ii. Cleansed heart. Psalm: 51:10, New Heart. Ezek:18:31, 36:26

This is New Creation in Christ. 2 Cor: 5:17. Regeneration.
This is New Birth, that Jesus told Nicodemus. John: 3:5-7.

3: MAINTAIN A HEALTHY HEART.

i. Burning Heart. Luk: 24:32, Jer: 20:9. Saturated by the Word of God.
Read it, meditate upon it, memorize it and obey it. 

It is like fire. It burns all dross. It is like hammer. It breaks all hard places.

It is like oil. It refreshes our souls. It is like water. It satisfies our thirst.

It is our daily bread. It makes us grow. 1 Pet: 2:1, 2.

It keeps us away from sin. Psalm: 119:11. 

It gives us guidance, as lamp and light. Psalm: 119:105.

It makes you and me a blessed man; Psalm: 1.

It gives us victory and enables us to possess enemy territory. Josh: 1:1-9.

ii. Big Heart. 2 Cor: 6:11. Psalm: 119:32.

Corinthian Christians had small hearts and they did not accept Paul, the founder of that local church. But Paul had large heart, expanded by the love of Christ, just

Like is metal is expanded by heat. To have big head is bad. (Proud). To have big heart is good. (Grace, humility, forgiveness, considers others better.)

iii. Burdened Heart:  Rom: 9:1-3.

Passion for souls. Missionary heart. Praying in travail, giving sacrificially and

Preaching in tears. 

Surrender to God in repentance for a new heart. Commune with Him daily for the maintenance of a healthy heart.
